C C Vocabulary for Learning

Attacker: We are considered an ‘attacker’
when we or our team are in possession of the
ball or in control of the ball. Our aim is the
keep the ball away from the defenders.

Defender: We are considered a ‘defender’
when we are not in possession of the ball. The
aim of the game for the defenders is to try and
prevent the attackers from scoring.

Space: is an open area on the pitch that is
unoccupied by a defender or the defending
team. The attacker in possession of the ball
needs to identify open spaces to move into to
keep the ball away from the defenders.

Opponent: means a player on the other team.
If we are an attacker dribbling we need to
keep the ball away from the defender who is
our opponent.

@ Sport Specific Vocabulary

Dribbling: is a method of moving with the ball.
The attacker in possession of the ball
continuously kicks the ball, keeping it close to
them in order to move around the pitch.

Control: means keeping the ball close to us,
preventing the defenders from gaining
possession.
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
